They provide a set of relative measures of deprivation for small areas across England, based on seven different domains, or facets, of deprivation: 

• Income Deprivation 
• Employment Deprivation 
• Education, Skills and Training Deprivation 
• Health Deprivation and Disability 
• Crime 
• Barriers to Housing and Services 
• Living Environment Deprivation

[bookmark: _Hlk62483086]All of these domains combine to create an overall measure of deprivation.  One of the 45 neighbourhoods (LSOA’s) in Malvern Hills falls into the most deprived 10% nationally (Sherrard’s Green, Pickersleigh) and in the second most deprived decile (Orford Way, Pickersleigh).
