(This includes both planted (soft) and built (hard standing) landscape elements.  Here you should provide details of any landscaping to be carried out.  Then explain its purpose and how it relates to the surrounding area).

Access
(The same process should be followed with regard to access “Access” refer to “access to the development”, not just the internal aspects of individual buildings.  The statement should explain how access arrangements would ensure that all users would have equal and convenient access to buildings and spaces, parking and the public transport network)
